A fireplace with a roaring fire is one of life’s pleasures. But, fire sometimes has a way of getting out of hand quickly. If your furniture has seen the bad end of a flame, there are some things you can do.

• Smoke causes lingering odors in everything, including furniture. In particular, cabinets and drawers (in the kitchen or on a dresser) really hold the odor.

• To eliminate smoke odors in interior cabinets or drawers, put small air fresheners inside the furniture. The wood will absorb the freshener’s scent – pieces of fresh cut aromatic cedar are good.

• Choose a light freshener if the drawers hold clothing. Clothing will hold the freshener scent too.

• Scrape the charred section off the piece with a penknife.

• Apply a clean finish or paint to the site in small doses until the spot matches the appearance of the piece.
